Materials:
5 bobbins of COTTON 12 in cream, beige, brown, red, green
(Color nos. 1071, 1070, 1130, 1190, 1287)
1 bobbin of INVISIBLE

2,0 m TOTALLY STABLE role width 50 cm

2,00 m TEAR EASY (role width 50 cm)

0,90 m of fabric in beige (background and rim)
0,30 m each of 5 different fabrics in beige (background for blocks)
0,15 m each of 6 different fabrics in dark beige (houses, roofs)

0,10 m each of 3 different fabrics in gray beige (houses, roofs)

0,10 m each of 6 different fabrics in dark brown (fences, trees, chimneys)
0,20 m each of 6 different fabrics in green (trees, landscape lines)
0,10 m each of 4 different fabrics in red (roofs, doors)

0,40 m of fabric in red (edging)

Scraps in blue, natural white and dark gray
Volume fleece

Any type of back side fabric

Many small buttons, 3 and 5 mm in diameter

Product Information:

Yarn:

COTTON 12: A stronger machine embroidery and quilting yarn made of 100% cotton. This
yarn is also excellently suited for embroidery by hand.

INVISIBLE: A very thin, yet tear-proof, transparent yarn. For this model, the invisible yarn is
used for sewing on the application motives that have been turned to the right side.

Stabilizers:

TOTALLY STABLE: An embroidery fleece with a special iron-on lining. The adhesive is
rather weak and can be completely removed. For this model, TOTALLY STABLE serves as
template material and facilitates the application.

TEAR EASY: A very thin, soft embroidery fleece to be torn out.

Size: 93 x122 cm

Seam allowance: 0.75cm
In the layout dimension, the seam allowance of 0.75 cm has already been considered.
The templates do not include any seam allowances.



GENERAL INFORMATION

Fabric Selection

Many fabric scraps have been used for this quilt. The above mentioned fabric amounts are
just suggestions to help with the selection of the own fabrics.

Fabrics can also used right and left side, which provides for a larger selection. In order to
obtain the muted shades, fabrics can be dyed with black tea. Even the shades of colored
fabrics look more muted afterwards.

Buttons
The different small buttons are from Rinske Stevens and are available in well-assorted
quilting stores.

Monthly Instructions

The first 11 monthly instructions contain the required templates.

In addition, there is information on the arrangement of the fabrics for the background of the
patch and the individual motifs. Please see the photograph for the fabrics for small details or
make your own selection.

The 12" instruction contains information regarding the rim, completion, quilting and edging.

Notes on Internet Instructions

All templates are depicted in their original size.

Depending on the settings of the own Acrobat Reader program, the dimensions may differ
from the original size after download. For adjusting the dimensions, either the settings of the
own program must be changed or the template must be adjusted to the specified size with
the help of a copying machine.

All templates contain a 10 cm chart for verifying the printed templates.

Templates
All templates are shown in their original size. On all templates, the base line is shown, which

indicates where the block starts at the bottom edge. Due to the size of the block, in some
cases, the top or side block edge cannot be shown. In this instance, please just add the
missing landscape lines.

The templates appear as mirror image of the completed motif, which is caused by the
application technique.

The templates for the monthly blocks 1, 2, and 3 consist of 3 parts and must be put together
at the dotted lines.

The templates for the monthly blocks 4, 5, 6, 7, and 8 consist of 2 parts and must be put
together as well.

APPLIQUE

Appligué using Invisible Stitch

This appliqué variant combines the speed of a machine appliqué with the visual appearance
of a hand-sewn appliqué. The applying of the motifs is performed using transparent yarn,
INVISIBLE. This way, the contours appear to be softer and better resemble an appliqué
that has been completed by hand.

Preparations for larger motifs

Larger motifs (houses, treetops, bushes and landscapes) are sewn as turned appliqués.
Transfer the respective templates to the matt side of the TOTALLY STABLE and cut them
out along the drawn contours.

Iron the motif onto the left side of the respective fabric and place another piece of fabric on
top, right side onto right side.

Sew motifs together along the fleece rim. In case of motifs that are on the top (treetops,
roofs), sew all the way around the fleece and make a small cut into the fabric layer without
fleece for turning it. In case of objects that appear visually lower (part of houses,
landscapes); the seam must be left open, where the motif is later covered by a fabric patch
that is placed on top of it.

Remove the TOTALLY STABLE from the back side of the fabric and cut the fabric all the
way back to the seam allowance. Cut in the seam allowance all around, stopping just short
of the seam.

For the tree trunks, the seam allowance is ironed on after turning it to the back side along the
two long sides of the trunk. The top and bottom or the trunk is covered by other fabrics that
are placed on top.

Appliqué

Place TEAR EASY below the backing. The embroidery fleece ensures a better transport of
the fabric and prevents deforming.

The individual elements are arranged according to the template. Thread INVISIBLE as
upper thread and a yarn of matching color as bobbin thread. Use an appliqué foot on the
sewing machine, if available. This foot provides for a plain view of the work piece. Loosen
the upper thread tension a little bit.

Select an invisible stitch, which has a stitch length of approx. 1.5 — 2 mm and a stitch width of
2 — 2.5 mm. Depending on the sewing machine, the invisible stitch consists mostly of 2
straight stitches and a spike in between, which points to the left. For applying, the invisible
stitch must be run in such a manner that the straight stitch runs just outside of the appliqué
and only the spike enters the fabric of the appliqué.
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Sew slowly around curves and carefully change the sewing direction, if necessary.

Leave the thread longer at the beginning and end and fasten it with knots on the back side.
Carefully tear off the TEAR EASY from the back side or cut it off parallel to the invisible stitch
seam.

Applying small motifs
Very delicate motifs, such as individual windows or flower pots, are applied by hand, e.g.
using the needle-turn method. For this, please see the basic course at www.sulky.com




EMBROIDERY

This quilt features a combination of patchwork and embroidery by hand. For this purpose,
COTTON 12 was used as hand embroidery yarn.

Either trace the motifs, for best results on top of a light source, or draw them freehand. You
may use an embroidery frame or do without it, depending on your own experience.

The continuous lines, e.g. in the text, may be created using a backstitch or a stem stitch.
The stem stitch has the advantage that the line looks a little bolder.

As addition for blossoms or fine dots, the Lazy Daisy and French knot are used.

Backstitch:

Stitch the thread out at A.

Moving a little further to the right, the needle is entered at B
and again pulled out at C.

Move back to A and enter the needle again at that spot.
Keep repeating the procedure.

Stem Stitch:

Bring the thread to the surface.

Moving a little further to the right, the needle is plugged
In and back out (i.e. in the direction of the starting point).
Keep repeating the procedure.

Lazy Daisy:
Bring the thread to the surface and lay a loop with it.

Enter the exit hole again and move the needle back up
within the loop.

Lay the thread over the loop and enter again downwards
very close to it.

Arrange individual chain stitches next to each other into a
Semi-circle or closed circle.

French Knot:

The little knot is created with this stitch by winding the
thread around the needle.

Pierce the thread out.

Wind the thread from bottom to top clockwise around
the needle.

Depending on the desired size of the little knot, wind
the thread twice or several times around the needle.
Hold the thread tight with the finger.

Enter the needle very closely next to the place where it
exited and pull the thread downwards.
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
